Immigration Family History Project (50pts)
Chapter 5 covers the immigrant experience in America and the challenges and contributions that go along with that experience. In this assignment you will explore your family origins. You will discover the country of origin for your family name, explore the meanings of your first and middle names, and include a family tradition or recipe.
Format: Create a booklet covering your family origins. Complete all the following to receive full credit. Level three writing assignment

1.Dedication (5pts) Dedication paragraph. Dedicate your book to a loved one. Examples: Mom, dad, brother sister, aunt uncle….. 

2.Meaning of Name (10pts) Use a variety of sources to determine the meaning your First, Middle, and Last names. . You should write a paragraph for each name. Include the country and language of origin, the meaning of your name, and any interesting facts discovered in your research. 

3. Country of Origin (20pts) Write a one page paper on your country of origin. Include a summary of the nation’s history, geography, and climate. Include in your paper a summary of the nation’s culture, both historically and present day. Include in culture, popular music, popular foods, celebrities, politicians, etc.  Include sources at bottom of page APA format
4. Family Tree (5pts) Include a family tree going back at least to your grandparents. Include as much as you know.
