Industry and Inventions



Research and Writing Activity – 30 points.
First:  Find a new American invention and the inventor between 1861 and 1905.

Second: Research the invention, what it does, when it was invented, is it still around today, and, if so, in what form.  Also find a few facts about the inventor. Write down or type these facts.  Your responses should be in complete sentences and in paragraph form in order to receive full credit.
Third: Imagine you are the inventor.  Put yourself in his/her shoes and write two separate  entries in your inventors journal.  

-One explaining what you are working on (1), what it does (2), why you are doing it (3), and how you think the public will react to it (4).
-Include a picture, drawing, or some other visual aid of your invention (5) because you will share the inventions with the class.

-(6) For the second journal entry, imagine you have traveled into the future, to the present, and write your reaction to the use of your invention today. Give at least 3 specific examples about how your invention is similar or different today.
Fourth: Propose an idea for a new invention you think the world needs.  If you had unlimited time and resources what would you invent.  Write down your idea on the same paper as all of the other above requirements
