US History WWI Projects:  

Select one of the following options:  100points 
(Note:  You may work with a partner on all options except option #5 and #8)
1. Construct a 3-D model or poster illustrating how the Panama Canal works.  Include a one page typed report explaining how the canal works, when and how it was built, is the canal still important today, who controls it today how and why and why it is historically important. Be prepared to present to class.
2. Construct an accurate 3-D model of the trenches of WWI.  Include a one-two page typed report with multiple examples detailing what trench warfare in WWI was like and how soldiers lived in the trenches. Include hazards of living in the trenches (i.e disease, trench foot, sanitation issues etc.) and how soldiers dealt with these issues. Be prepared to present to class.
3. Write at least two historically accurate WWI era songs OR poems summarizing the causes of the war, 3 specific events of the war, and general information about the war.  These should include dates, real events, and mention real people.  Be prepared to read these to our class.
4. Poster(s) highlighting at least 6 different ways new technologies were used in WWI. (6 is the minimum. You need more to get an A!) The poster(s) should contain pictures and written information detailing what the new technologies did and how they were used in the war. Be prepared to present to class.
5. Series of 3 letters (letters equivalent of one typed page) home from a soldier in WWI from 3 different places talking about very different events.  These should include dates, real events, and real people.  Be sure to establish what country you are from and who you are fighting. 
6. Create 2 different pieces of original Pro-war propaganda and 2 different pieces of original Anti-war propaganda. Use various mediums arguing different pro and anti reasons for a country to become involved in World War I specifically. Include a one page typed report on the use of propaganda during the war. Include people and offices responsible for propaganda and evaluate it effectiveness with examples. Be prepared to present to class.
7. A large poster with a map(s) of Europe you created showing all major US battles, the political borders, the different alliances and when they entered war and why, the position of the trenches, political and military leaders and the total casualties of each country in WWI.   (You may include multiple maps on the poster as needed.)
8. How do you think the war would appear in French, German, and Russian school textbooks after WWI?  Type at least half a page for each country summing up how the war might be presented in each of the above countries’ textbooks. Use names, dates, locations,etc
